National organizations such as AARP; the Children’s Defense Fund; Citigroup Inc.; IBM; the Mellon Financial Corporation; the NAACP; the National Council of La Raza; the National PTA; the AFL-CIO; Time Warner; the NBA, NFL, MLB and NHL; The US Conference of Mayors; and YMCA of the USA have also signed on. Other partners include hundreds of regional, state and city organizations; over 300 local afterschool providers; hundreds of individual supporters and approximately 50 colleges and universities.

As afterschool advocates, we are excited about the potential to amass an array of diverse, respected and influential organizations and individuals who believe that all children should have safe, enriching and inspiring places to go in the hours after school. Our nation’s decision makers cannot ignore so powerful a statement.
